
Hope Bag 14:14 Instructions

The 53 verses you mark will serve as a refuge for believers and an 
open door to share the gospel with non-Christians. Each verse is 
color-coded and uniquely selected to address the thoughts and 
emotions one encounters throughout their cancer journey. The Bible 
you mark will be included in a bag with multiple over-the-counter 
medical items and a blanket. All items needed to mark a Bible are 
included in your Hope Bag purchase, or can be bought at cost from 
the Lakepointe Bookstore at the Rockwall Campus. Your willingness 
to serve is making an eternal di�erence for the Kingdom of Christ!

 

MARKING THE BIBLE

1. If not already completed, adhere the Verses to 
Rely On sticker to the inside front cover of the Bible.

2. In the Bible, highlight the Verses to Rely On, 
found on page three.

3. Use Post-it tabs to mark the pages where these 
verses are found (match the colors of the highlighters 
and tabs with the key provided on page three).

4. When highlighting the Steps to Become a Believer 
in the orange section, number each of the steps 
on the tab and beside the verse. Example is provided 
on the next page.

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PACKING A BAG 

Remember, you are not just packing bags but creating hope for those 
in need. Your attention to detail ensures all items fit properly in the 
bag, providing the best possible support.

Each Completed Bag Will Contain 
One of the Following Items:

1. Hope Bag

2. Biotene mouthwash (8oz bottle) 

3. Cream-based lotions, such as Lubriderm

4. Salt rinse or chlorohexidine mouthwash

5. Box of Tums/Pepcid

6. Highlighted NLT Bible with a letter and QR code 
(placed inside of Bible) 

7. Orajel

8. Lip balm

9. Bag of Sugar-free Lifesavers

10.Box of Stool Softener (24 tablets)

11. Box of Laxatives

12. Dry mouth disks 
(lozenges that contain xylitol are preferred) 

13. Fleece blanket

Individuals: Each over-the-counter medical item can be purchased at 
your local drugstore or big box store. Please remember that more isn’t 
always better and these items have been carefully selected for those 
going through chemotherapy and radiation treatments. 

Groups: If your group is assembling more than 10 bags, medical 
supplies will be provided to you by Lakepointe Missions. Please reach 
out to missions@lakepointe.church to coordinate getting 
these supplies.

BAG CONTENTS: 
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PACKING INSTRUCTIONS:

Step 1: 

Place the larger items, such as the Biotene 
mouthwash and saltwater rinse at the 
bottom of the bag and smaller items on top.

 

Step 2: 

Place the marked Bible on the longer 
side of the bag, with the tabs facing up.

 

Step 3: 

Place the blanket on the top of 
the medical supplies.

Individuals: Deliver your bag to the person you created it for, or 
to the Lakepointe Bookstore to be added to the inventory. 

Groups: Return the completed bags to the tub your medical 
supplies were delivered in for the missions team to pick up. 
You should be able to fit eight completed bags per tub.
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
